General Instructions

1. All students are required to have a sturdy backpack or book bag marked with the student’s first and last name.  For safety reasons, no book bags on wheels will be allowed.

2. All supplies must be clearly marked with the student’s first and last name using a permanent black marker.  Also, please label all sweaters, jackets, sweatshirts and lunch boxes.

3. Hardback books must be covered with brown paper, white paper or Book Sox.  Label each book cover with the student’s first and last name and subject.  Do not use Con-Tac paper on hardback books.

4. As workbooks are sent home during the first two weeks of school, please print the student’s first and last name with black permanent marker on the front of the workbook and cover them with clear Con-Tac paper.  In addition, as new workbooks are introduced and sent home during the school year, please also label them with the student’s name and cover them with clear Con-Tac paper.

5. All art supplies (e.g. crayons, markers, oil pastels, watercolors, etc.) must have the words “AP or CP non-toxic” printed directly on the box.
Special Class Instructions
	Kindergarten:


1. Backpacks must be LARGE enough to hold all writing supplies, folders and lunchboxes.  Please no backpacks with wheels.
2. No pencil boxes or pencil sharpeners, please.

3. Mark child’s first and last name on every supply sent to school.  This includes writing the name on each crayon, pencil, and marker, as well as all other supplies.

4. Decorate an empty, clean frosting or frozen juice can at home for use at school as a cubby/supply can.  An example will be on display at Kindergarten orientation.

5. One Sharpie Black Ultra Fine marker and one large box of tissues will be used for Art. 

6. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag.

	First Grade:


1. At the beginning of the school year, please place $13.00 in an envelope with your child’s name on it, label it “Copy Book, Tablet Paper and Vocabulary Supplies” and send it to school (Cash only please).
2. Please keep these items handy for use at home:

a. Enough clear Con-Tac paper to cover 10 workbooks

b. 1 box of envelopes to use when sending money to school
c. Black index card boxes to file word cards.
3. Students with last names beginning with A-J bring paper towels, baby wipes, and tissues in August; K-Z  bring those items in January. 

4. Label PURPLE heavy duty (no brads) folder: SPANISH.
5. Each Friday the students will bring home their supply boxes.  Please check the supplies and make sure that your child sharpens all 8 pencils.  (A pencil sharpener at home would be very helpful.)  No pencil sharpeners or mechanical pencils at school please.
6. Check the glue bottle for fullness and replace when needed.

7. Check to make sure that the 8 basic crayon colors are still available in the box and replace as needed

8. One Sharpie Black Ultra Fine marker and one box of baby wipes will be used for Art.

9. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the

        label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag.
	Second Grade:


1. At the beginning of the school year, please place $10.00 in an envelope with your child’s name on it, label it “Copy Book, Tablet Paper and Assignment Notebook” and send it to school (Cash only please).

2. Please keep these items handy for use at home:
a.
Enough clear Con-Tac paper to cover 4 notebooks and 7 textbooks.

b.
1 black permanent marker to be used at home for labeling workbooks

c.
1 box of envelopes to use when sending money to school.

Students with last names beginning with A-J bring paper towels, baby wipes, and tissues in August; K-Z brings in January.
4.     Label PURPLE heavy duty (no brads) folder: SPANISH.
5.     Label RED portfolio folder: COMPUTERS.  

6.     Each Friday the students will bring home their supply boxes.  Please check the supplies and make sure that your child sharpens all 8 pencils.  (A pencil sharpener at home would be very helpful.)  No pencil sharpeners or mechanical pencils at school please.
        7.   Check the glue bottle for fullness and replace when needed.
        8.   Check to make sure that the 8 basic crayon colors are still available in the box and replace as needed.

	Third Grade:


1. First week of school, bring $6.00 for assignment books.
2. Bring all supplies on the first day of school.
3. Label PURPLE heavy duty (no brads) folder: SPANISH.

4. Label RED portfolio folder: COMPUTERS.  Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf in your folder to Computer Class on the first day.
5. One Sharpie Black Ultra Fine marker will be used for Art.

6.  All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag.

	Fourth Grade


1. Insert one packet of loose-leaf paper in binder; keep other packet at home and refill as needed.

2. All labeling and set-up of binders will be done in class.
3. Label Red portfolio folder: COMPUTERS and the Blue portfolio folder: LIBRARY.  Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf to Computer Class on first day.
4. No mechanical pencils or click pens.
5. Remit $6.00 for two assignment notebooks.
6. One Sharpie Black Fine marker will be used for Art.
7. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag.
	Fifth Grade:


1. Keep your new American Bible.  You will need it for Grades 6, 7 and 8.

2. Label Red portfolio folder: COMPUTERS and the Blue portfolio folder: LIBRARY. 
3.  Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf to Computer Class on first day.  
4. Students should bring a dictionary and thesaurus to school and have a stapler, dictionary, and thesaurus available for use at home.

5. One Sharpie Black Fine marker and one large box of tissues will be used for Art.

6. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag. (Optional)
	Sixth Grade:


1. Label the pocket folders with your name.  Label them LOOSE LEAF, WEEKLY FOLDER and HOMEWORK.  Students may opt to use an accordion-style folder in lieu of the pocket folders for LOOSE LEAF and HOMEWORK.  You will still need a 2-pocket folder for your WEEKLY FOLDER.
2. Label the portfolio folder with your name.  Label it   WRITING PORTFOLIO.

3. Prepare 5 marble composition books (in 5 colors, if possible): Blue – MATH, Black – ENGLISH, Red – SCIENCE, Green – SOCIAL STUDIES, Purple – RELIGION.
4. Students should have a stapler, dictionary, and thesaurus available for use at home.

5. Insert loose-leaf paper in the center of the four portfolio folders for “Special Classes”.  

6. Label Red portfolio folder:  COMPUTERS, the Blue portfolio folder:  LIBRARY, the White portfolio folder: PE and the purple folder: MUSIC.   Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf to Computer Class on first day.  
7. Label the White 1” binder SPANISH.

8. If book sox are used, extra-large sizes will be needed for Literature and Science.

9. One Sharpie Black Fine marker and one box of baby wipes will be used for Art.

10. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag. (Optional)
	Seventh Grade:


1. The 1” binders are for SCIENCE FAIR, SPANISH, U. S. HISTORY, and LITERATURE.
2. Label the black marble composition books: SCIENCE, GRAMMER, WRITING, LITERATURE and MATH.

3. Insert loose-leaf paper in the center of the portfolio folders for “Special Classes”.  

4. Label red portfolio folder: COMPUTERS, the white two pocket folder PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH and the purple portfolio folder MUSIC.  Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf to Computer Class on first day.

5. One Sharpie Black Fine marker and one box of baby wipes will be used for Art.

6. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag.  (Optional)
	Eighth Grade:


1. Label the black marble composition books: SCIENCE, GRAMMER, WRITING and LITERATURE.
2. The 1” binders are for SPANISH, SCIENCE FAIR, and HISTORY.
3. Insert loose-leaf paper in the center of the portfolio folders for “Special Classes”.
4. Label the Red portfolio folder: COMPUTERS.  Label the White portfolio folder: PHYSICAL EDUCATION/HEALTH. Label the Purple portfolio folder: MUSIC.  Bring one #2 pencil and loose leaf to Computer Class on first day.
5. One Sharpie Black Fine marker and one box of baby wipes will be used for Art.

6. All students should have an old, oversized shirt for painting clearly labeled with student’s name in Sharpie marker on the label.  These shirts should be in a large Ziploc bag with name and class clearly marked on the outside of the bag. (Optional)
